Jane Haslem Gallery, in Washington DC,
is known for its in-depth collection of
post-World War II prints.

Eligibility

This exhibition is open to any artist 18 years of age or older
residing in the United States of America. Submitted works
must be original hand-pulled prints completed within the past
two years. Digital prints and photographs are not eligible.

Entries
Up to four entries for a non-refundable fee of $30. Submit
either slides or JPEG digital files, NOT a combination of both.

Slides: 1. One image per title; must be 35mm, standard
thickness (no glass mounts). 2. Label viewing side of mount
with title, name, address, dimensions. 3. Number mount to
correspond with entry form and place a large dot on lower left
corner to indicate bottom of image. Accepted slides will be
retained by Washington Printmakers Gallery; other slides will
be returned.

Digital: 1. Submit one JPEG image per title. 2. Digital images
must be submitted on a CD (not e-mailed). 3. Image resolution
must be 200 dpi, each image no larger than 5 inches in its
maximum dimension. 4. File names on the disc must include
the artist’s last name, first name, and the entry number in that
order, without spaces or punctuation. The title may be added,

but the file name must not exceed 25 characters. Do not use #, $, %,
&, or other such characters. Only one period may be used, as in .jpg.
[Example: SmithHarrylselfportrait.jpg]. 5. CD case and disc must
have artist’s name (do not use labels; use black permanent marker,
printing directly on face of disc). CDs will not be returned.

Submissions must be no larger than 170 square inches (H x W);
frames must be no wider than 18 inches. All submissions must be
archivally matted and framed under Plexiglas, in plain wood or metal
frames. Clip frames and glass glazing are not acceptable.

All works exhibited must be for sale.

Submission of Entries

Entry forms are available on our website,
www.washingtonprintmakers.com. The completed entry form,
together with slides or CD, entry fee, and self-addressed, stamped
No. 10 envelope for return of slides, must be mailed to Washington
Printmakers Gallery, 1732 Connecticut Ave., N.W. Washington, DC 20009.

Liability

Washington Printmakers Gallery insures works on display in the
gallery but cannot assume responsibility for works in transit. Enter-
ing this exhibition shall constitute understanding and agreement on
the part of the artist with the conditions stated. Insurance during
shipping must be carried by the artist.

Sales
Washington Printmakers Gallery will retain a 50% commission on all
sales.

Shipping and Delivery

All accepted works must be shipped PREPAID in sturdy, reusable
crates or containers, to Ellen Winkler, 10309 Drumm Avenue,
Kensington, Maryland 20895; or hand-delivered to Washington
Printmakers Gallery. PREPAID RETURN SHIPPING labels must be in-

cluded in the package. Styrofoam pellets must not be used in packing.

Work that arrives damaged, or that does not meet the conditions for
exhibition, or that differs markedly from the entry images submitted,
will be disqualified.
